VIC Merri Creek Women's Walk — 20 October

horrendous story of a man's assault on a woman as she was jogging along the creek in broad
daylight in 2019.

(YWP) to establish a walking trail featuring women's stories from Joe's Garden along Merri Creek
between Moreland Road and Bell Street.

It is hoped that the walk will increase knowledge about the waterway among the broader
community by creating a greater awareness of people's connection to the land and water and
acknowledging the diversity of communities who enjoy and respect Merri Creek.
