Q) Why is Jesus’ death and resurrection so important?
A) He can accomplish good through evil and suffering

Our theme for the year focuses on the idea that we need to be prepared to answer the questions for the reason
for the hope that we have. There are questions that non-Christians have of Christians in relation to our faith.
Throughout the year we will focus on answers to these questions through a lens on the central figure to our
faith — Jesus Christ.

Joseph, the favored son of Jacob, had been sold into slavery by his jealous brothers. He ascended, through
various roles, into a leadership role in Egypt by trusting God despite a number of challenges. After his
father’s death, the reunited brothers were fearful of retribution. Joseph responds with these words:

“His brothers also came and fell down before him and said, “Behold, we are your servants.” But Joseph
said to them, “Do not fear, for am I in the place of God? As for you, you meant evil against me, but God
meant it for good, to bring it about that many people should be kept alive, as they are today (Genesis 50:18-
20).”

Would Joseph have had the same response earlier in life as he was in the chains of the slave trader? Would
his perspective have been the same as he sat in a jail cell? It is difficult to sense the positive outcome when
sitting in the middle of a storm. It is easy to question how a situation might lead to good. It is sometimes easy
to think that God must have abandoned us or question His concern for our well-being when we are dealing
with suffering.

But God is not neglecting us. All things are under His power and within His control. He has a plan. Often, as
time passes, we can sense how God was working through situations — even those that seem unfair or awful at
the time. We must recognize that we lack God’s vision. We can’t see the long-term Kingdom implications
beyond our current day realities. And so, we are called to trust. We are called to have confidence in the One
who has not broken any promise to us. We are called to rely on His Word — “And we know that in all things
God works for the good of those who love him, who have been called according to his purpose (Romans
8:28).”

Sometimes that “good” isn’t good in our definition, but it is “good” in His. God has promised to work good
though all circumstances and to use them for His purposes. He will not fail us. He won’t let the evil of this
world overcome us. Instead, He has assured us that His victory over the evil of this world means that we too,
despite our present condition, have victory. That is a message of hope (1 Peter 3:15).
